After your interview, we will inform you if you have been accepted into the program. Applicants are accepted on 
a rolling basis. If you are accepted, there is a $200 non-refundable deposit that is due within 14 days of 
your acceptance. The deposit is counted toward your tuition.
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2008 Program Dates and Schedule

Spring Session: February 16 – June 15 (18 weeks)
(Break from June 16 – August 8)

Fall Session: August 9 – Nov  15 (15 weeks)

ÅClasses are every Sat.from 10am-5pm with a one-hour lunch break, and every Thu. from 6 - 9 pm.
ÅEach month there are full-day ýeld days on a Saturday (eight total), which may start early and/or end late and 
will require time for travel.

ÅThere will also be two 4-day overnight wildcrafting trips (one in Spring and one in Fall.)
ÅSome classes will be open to friends and family of students or to the public.
ÅThere is a Work Study position. Contact us by phone if you are interested.
ÅThe program has 320 total hours of instruction.

•Are you sure you can commit to the entire program, both sessions? Once the program has started, the 
tuition is not refundable.

•The field days include hiking and can last all day. Rain is persistent here in the Pacific NW.  Are you physi-
cally able to hike for several hours, and are you willing to hike in inclement weather?
